
Walking School Bus/Bicycle Train Leader Commitment Form

As a Walking School Bus or Bicycle Train  Leader, I recognize my responsibility to:  

· Model safe pedestrian/cycling behaviours. 

· Always walk/cycle on the established Best Route for the WSB/BT, unless I encounter a circumstance when this would jeopardize the safety of the children in my care.

· NOT to discuss children’s behaviour with other children or parents.

· Adhere to the schedule, meeting children promptly in the morning at the scheduled time, and leaving the school at the assigned time.

· Contact a listed back-up/alternate WSB/BT leader if I am unable to walk or cycle on my allotted day. If no one is available, on the night before I am unable to volunteer, I will contact the parents of each of the children who walk with my bus. 

For a Cycling School Bus Leader we also recommend that you review the following resources to ensure that you are prepared to provide guidance and support for children as they cycle to and from school:
